Human Body

System – a group of body parts that work together to do a job.

Organ – all your body parts are your organs.  For example, your heart, lung, stomach, and brain are some of the organs in your body.

Tissue – a group of cells that look alike and work together to do a job.

Cells – The basic units, or building blocks of the human body.  All living things are made of cells!  Your body has millions, but they are so tiny you would need a microscope to see them.

Cartilage – tough rubbery tissue that makes up parts of the skeleton.  It keeps your bones from grinding together and wearing out.  Your ears and tip of your nose are made of this rubbery stuff too.

Joint – The place where two bones come together.

Ligaments – a strong tissue that hold your bones together at the joints.

Muscle – body tissue that moves parts of the body.

Tendons – They attach a muscle to the bone

Voluntary Muscle – Muscles that you control.  Your arm and leg muscles are muscles that you can control.

Involuntary Muscle – muscles that you CAN NOT control.  Your heart and stomach are muscles that keep working on their own.

Know the systems and their parts.

Circulatory System – HEART AND BLOOD VESSELS

Nervous Systems – BRAIN AND NERVES

Respiratory System – LUNGS

Digestive System – STOMACH and LARGE AND SMALL INTESTINES

Muscular System – MUSCLES

Skeletal System - BONES
