coast – land next to water

plain – a large area of flat land

climate – the weather of a place over a long period of time

environment – the air, water, land, and living things around us


natural resource – something found in nature that people use

peninsula – land surrounded by water on three sides

landform – the shape of the surface of the land

geography – the study of the Earth’s surface

recycling – using something over again

wildlife – animals that live naturally in an area

minerals – things found in the earth that are not plants or animals

plateau – high, flat land raised above surrounding land

4 hemispheres – Northern, Southern, Eastern, and Western

equator – imaginary line around the middle of Earth

cardinal directions – north, south, east, west
